Delivery Authority 

(ODA) expects that 

emissions will be cut by 

50% by generating en-

ergy on-site. The renew-

able energy will 

provide 20% of 

energy for the 

Olympic Park. 90% 

of materials from 

demolition will be re-

used or recycled, and 

20% of materials used in 

the construction of per-

manent venues will be 

recycled materials. The 

ODA states that the 

Olympic Games will set 

ñnew standards for sus-

tainable design and con-

struction of major sports 

venues and infrastructure 

used for the games.ò
